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Keeping on Track! 
     As I announced at the last meeting, Ed Miller  pointed 
out that my column for April was in error. Re-checking 
confirmed that No. 30 was never in the Andes Mountains 

of Peru.  This isn’t the first time I have 
been in error and won’t be the last.  The 
two sister engines, Nos. 31 and 32, were 
(are?) in Peru!  All three, when built, 
were the largest narrow gauge engines 
available.  They operated on the C&N, 
which was reorganized as the Denver, 
Boulder & Western in 1909. All three 
were shipped to the Morse Brothers 

Machinery & Supply in Denver when the DB&W was 
abandoned in 1919.  Then all three were bought by the 
Colorado & Southern in 1921.   No. 30 ended up 
operating on the Denver South Park & Pacific Line and 
between Leadville and Climax until 1943.  C&S sold all 
three back to Morse Brothers in 1945, which shipped 
Nos. 31 and 32 to Peru in 1948.  However, No. 30 was 
bought by the Rio Grande Southern in 
1949 and then came to Boulder in 1952. 
     Old Number 30’s long history still 
continues.  Last month, I told how the 
Colorado Historical Society and the City of 
Boulder entered into a 2004 agreement to 
restore the engine and tender at Uhrich Locomotive 
Works of Strasburg, CO.  The tender was restored and 
ran behind Engine No. 9� on the Georgetown Loop for a 
couple years.   

     However, it was determined that No. 30 would not be 
restored to run, and in 2007 was sent to West Side 
Locomotive in Denver for “cosmetic restoration”.  It 
seems all of it did not arrive and its condition was not as it 
was supposed to be, which led to the City of Boulder 
filing a lawsuit in September 2009 against Marlin Uhrich, 
“alleging that the owner of Uhrich Locomotive Works 
performed substandard work on the engine and failed to 
return hundreds of missing parts - including 10 grease 

cellar boxes, two eccentric crank keys, 221 boiler tubes and 
34 mounting bolts.”  Lawsuit discovery has found some of 
the parts still at Uhrich. 
     Sandra M. Llanes, assistant city attorney for Boulder, 
told me the case was supposed to be mediated April 29th, 
but has now has been set for mediation on May 10th.  In the 
mean time the restoration to No. 30 is in limbo.  The State 
restoration grant expires in September 2011.  If all goes 
well it will be returned restored.  But Boulder Parks are 
presently undecided where it will be placed and may be 
looking for suggestions.  Both engine and tender are now at 
West Side Locomotive in Denver.  Coach 280 has been 
fully restored and is currently at the Colorado Railroad 
Museum in Golden.  Caboose 04990 has been restored by 
volunteer efforts at the Boulder County Railway Historical 
Society Valmont Display Site.  Stay tuned to your local 
news for further developments. 
����� At present we have ninety members in our club. April 
was another good month, with a good meeting clinic and 
three well attended layout tours.  Thanks to Chris 
Komloski , Steve Spear , and Jerry Wilson for opening 
their homes so that we could see their great work.  I am still 
delighted with our success in keeping club members active 
and attracting new people.

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Empire Express: Building the First Transcontinental  Railroad 

By David Haward Bain 
     So you think you know the history of the building of the first transcontinental railroad?  Perhaps 

you’ve seen a show on PBS?  Well, if you really want to delve into why and how railways were 
developed in the U.S., this book will provide you with a comprehensive history lesson! 
     Uniting the country by a transcontinental railroad had a special resonance for the 
generation that had recently fought the Civil War. David Bain's Empire Express  starts with 
the visionaries who conceived the idea during the two decades before the war (a mere 40 
years after the Lewis and Clark expedition).  The dreamers gave way to the engineers and 
entrepreneurs who fixed the route, assembled financing, drafted a work force and launched 
the two lines toward the eventual meeting point at Promontory Summit, Utah, in 1869.  
     The story alternates between the Union Pacific driving west from Omaha and the Central 
Pacific blasting through the mountains from California. About a score of the principal players 
appear throughout the book, their triumphs and depredations interwoven in a richly 

(sometimes overly) detailed composition.  
     The writing is particularly evocative as Bain examines the impact of the railroad on the Plains Indians, 
whose traditional way of life was eradicated by the line. Bain also deals knowledgeably with the imported 
Chinese workers, the "Celestials," who were unsurpassed in their tenacity and work ethic. Displaying 
energetic research and enthusiasm for the subject matter, Bain brings the linking of the Atlantic and 
Pacific coasts, and the era that produced it, back to life.                —Bruce Macdonald , Book Librarian

     If you attended our January meeting, you saw a 
demonstration of the amazing “Leaf Machine” that I 
assembled from a few inexpensive parts.  Coincidentally, 
an article appeared in last month’s Northern Colorado MR 
Club newsletter on a tree flocking machine author Jack 
Heier (along with Craig Linn and Bob Sobol) made after 
seeing one commercially available from Atlantic Scale 
Modelers.  This inspired me to break out my quill and 
further share with you how I improved on this wonderful 
concept.   
     I first saw the ad for this $118 machine in the NG&SLG, 
and being the tree-guy that I am, I was intrigued.  I placed a 
call to ASM in Peabody, MA (also home of George Sellios, 
the creator of the fabulous Franklin & South Manchester 
layout) where they are made, and found out that the 
machine is quite small and would not accommodate the 
larger trees necessary for my Patapsco Valley Division of 
the Baltimore & Ohio RR.  I liked the idea, however, and 
decided that I could improve on it.  As Red Green used to 
say, “If the ladies can’t find you handsome, at least let them 
find you handy.”  Well, obviously, I need to be handy!  So 
the quest was on for the perfect tree flocking machine. 
          Peggy and I searched around for an appropriate 
container, and actually looked at the cheese ball container 
as used by Jack Heier.  It was rejected for a couple of 
reasons.  I felt it was a little flimsy, and most important, if I 
purchased it I would feel obligated to eat all those cheese 

balls!  Not good.  By 
accident, when walking 
through Target, we 
stumbled onto the perfect 
vessel in the pet supply 
aisle…a 10 lb. pet food 
container (and it was 
empty, so I didn’t have to 
eat any pet food).  Very 
sturdy with a hinged and 
sealed top, this was an 
ideal container.  They 
even have a 20 lb. version 

that would be great for O-scale and even G-scale trees.  As 
you can see from the photo, the body is clear plastic which 
lets you see what’s going on inside (I think that’s important, 
especially if you’re going to demonstrate it as I have at a 
several area club meetings).  Because it is square, the 
turbulence it creates eliminates the need for the added 
veins in the round cheese ball version. With this $9.95 
container, a 4.5” axial fan and a couple of clothespins, you 
can make this timesaving tool that really works! 
     I happened to have a 4.5-inch axial-flow computer fan 
lying around, so I saved the expense of purchasing one.  I 
did find, however, that they are quite inexpensive, from 
$5.00 at J. B. Saunders Electronics in Boulder, to $14.99 at 

Best Buy, and every price in-between on-line.  They come 
in both 110V and 12-volt versions.  I like the 110-volt 
version because it eliminates the need to buy a 
transformer.  Plus, as Tim Allen always said, “more power” 
is good.  I epoxied a small square of ¾” plywood to the 
motor housing on the fan to suspend it above the base for 
proper air distribution, then using two wood screws through 
the bottom, mounted it in the center of the container.  This 
allows the air to flow down through the fan, which is ideal 
to create the proper turbulence.  A small hole drilled into 
the side of the container near the base allowed the power 

wire to be channeled to the 
outside (the sturdy plastic is 
relatively soft, allowing easy 
drilling).  I drilled three holes 
in the lid and attached three 
clothespins with bolts 
through the springs.  Three 
pins allow me to position a 
single tree armature or 
actually flock three smaller 
trees at a time.  I plug my 
tree-flocker into a switched 
outlet strip, but you could 
easily add an inexpensive 
line switch.  All in all, the 

machine took less than 30 minutes to build and the cost is 
less than $25.00. Better yet, if you happen to have a fan 
that will work, you are looking at around $10.00 to build 
this terrific tool.It works equally well for conifers and 
deciduous trees, and what used to take me several 
minutes to flock a tree now takes a few seconds…and the 
results are better!  This machine is also terrific for making 
your own fiberfill netting foliage, so handy for background 
forests and shrubs. 
     I use various flocking 
mater ials; inc luding 
W ood land  Sc en ic s 
ground foam, Bachman’s 
new Turf Blend and my 
favorite, the leaf products 
from Selkirk.  I recently 
acquired some Noch 
Leaf Flake in our recent 
club-wide order from 
Scenic Express and it 
also gives terrific results.  
You simply pour a little material into the bottom of the 
container (either straight from the package, or your custom 
blend), suspend from the clothes pins one or more 
prepared tree armatures that have been sprayed with hair 
spray or diluted matte medium, close the cover and turn 
on.  In seconds you have a beautiful tree, ready for your 
layout or diorama.  There is no waste, as the unused 
material can be poured right back into its package.  It 
couldn’t be easier.  �  
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 REMNANTS FROM THE PAST  
     Some modeling scenes or scenes-within-
scenes might be composed in order to give the 
overall layout a sense of history.  Modelers tend to 
model what they imagine is there now (at the 
moment being modeled) and serving some 
function at that particular time (the time being 
modeled).  That is, model scenes tend to be a 
"snapshot" of the "here and now" (or the "there 
and then") of the locale and era modeled on the 
layout. 
     Not often enough one might model an object 
that has no function nor connection to the present 

world imagined for that model 
railroad.  One example might be a 
still standing stone chimney in an 
otherwise open field where the 
decades of winter's abuse has 
obliterated all signs of the once-
associated wood frame building. 
One good example of this would 
be the stone chimney west of 

Nathrop and approaching the Mount Princeton Hot 
Springs along the DSP&P. 
     Another example might be the earthen footprint 
of the ice-storage building long ago constructed 
for the D&SL RR a mile or two west of Rollinsville. 
All that can be seen are the bottom headers of the 
wall framing once done in 2x12 lumber on 24" 
centers and insulated between with huge 
quantities of simple sawdust.   Even a modern 
diesel-era model railroad can explain a model of 
an old, dilapidated water tank with some of its 
metal bands missing and a few boards rotted 
through.  ����� �
�
� �
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     As noted in President Bill’s  column on page 
3, we are holding steady at 90 members, which is 
exactly double what it was at the end of 2007!

FRONT AND BACK YARD DETAILS 
     Curb appeal is just as important to model 
homes as real ones. City or suburb, the front or 
yard is a natural for adding super details. In 
season, a lush green lawn is easily modeled using 
various scenery products — don't forget to throw 
in a few specks of yellow and white to simulate 
pesky dandelions. (Ed. Note:  A great opportunity 
to use that static grass applicator that you built at 
the last BMRC Saturday Workshop!) 
     

Decorative trees may be planted out front, often 
between the sidewalks and the curb. While city 
neighborhoods may have an alley behind the 
house, suburban homes usually have a driveway 
of gravel, cement or asphalt. Decorative shrubs 
and flowers are often planted right next to the front 
entrance as well. 
     Figures and accessories, such as children 
playing, mom out mowing the lawn, or dad setting 
the garbage cans out by the curb will add an extra 
level of realism and complete the scene.   �
